Pressing this button activates Fast Rewind mode. 
 

3. Fast Forward Button 
Pressing this button activates Fast Forward mode. 
 

4.  On/Off Volume Control 
Rotating this knob fully counter-clockwise will switch the unit off. Rotating it 
clockwise will increase the volume. 

 
5.  Program Button  

Pressing this button reverses the direction of tape play, switching between the A 
side program and the B side program. The currently playing program is indicated 
by the Program LEDs (1). 
 

6. Pause Button 
Pressing this button while the cassette is playing will place the machine in Pause 
mode. Pressing the Pause button again will then resume playback.
